A View Display is the rendered 
output of an entity following the 
configuration rules defined in a 

View Mode.



View Display View Mode



Are view modes new?
● No.
● D6: Contrib provided the Build Mode module (CCK)
● D7:

○ Core has them, but lacks UI tools
○ Contrib adds entity support, UI tools

● D8:
○ Core: Everything entity = everything View Mode!
○ Core: Basic UI tools
○ Contrib adds entity support & UI tools

Define View Modes Classes
● Full content displays the most content of a single 

entity. Commonly is “the” URL for the content. (Default)
● Teasers display content in a listing format.
● Cards display content in a grid format.
● Banners display content in banded layouts for call to 

actions. Used in cross-linking and lead generation.
● Admin variants display content used by internal teams 

to manage the content. Inventory, tagging, tech specs.

Name your view modes
● Naming is important!!!
● Teaser 1 doesn’t mean anything!
● Article Teaser? One view per content type may not 

be necessary. You can reuse them!
● Name them in a Broad to Narrow fashion.
● Reduce unnecessary View Modes to reduce clutter.

Tune field entity rendering
● What does this mean?
● Most commonly:

○ Taxonomy terms
○ Nodes

● Node content can be displayed in multiple view 
modes!

● If you choose Rendered Entity, you can choose 
the view mode for display!



Tune field entity rendering
● Change the display format to Rendered Entity.
● The page will autosave.
● Click the settings cog to expose configuration.
● Choose the view mode you would like to display.
● Note that we did not yet configure a view mode 

for terms, and you have Default and 
Taxonomy term page as choices.

Apply additional theming
● Ask the CSS folks to help.
● If you use Display Suite, you have more Site 

Builder theming control.





Apply to views results
● How do I make the pretty lists?
● Create a view (content type, filters, sorts, items).
● Go to the specific view’s edit page.
● Find the Format section and the Show settings. 
● Choose Content.
● Choose the View Mode for display.









Core

Contrib





Place blocks
● If you made a View block display (e.g. related 

content), place it with the block system, Panels, or 
Display Suite.

● Core:
○ Manage > Structure > Block layout
○ Click Place block in the desired layout region.
○ Configure display as needed.
